RESEARCHED and EVALUATED flash animations and/or animated web 
banners.

Task 1: Review several existing animations  

 
Assessment Objective 1 is assessed in this task.  
 
You have been employed by Mobiles RÕUs to produce an animated web banner 
for their website.  Before you begin this task you must submit a report to the 
Team Leader of Mobiles RÕus and Land which shows that you have 
RESEARCHED and EVALUATED flash animations and/or animated web 
banners.  You can surf the world wide web to look at different examples that you 
may want to present to the Team Leader as possible approaches you could take 
when you have to design and produce your own animation.  
 
 
Use the activities below to produce evidence for your assignment.  
 
 
A  Identify at least two animations to review.  These can be: 
 

1. Animated gifs 
2. Flash/Shockwave animations 
3. Animated web banners (you must choose one of these) 

 
B  Produce a report which, for each animation, should: 
 

• identify the good and not so good features  
• identify the aim of the animation   
• comment on how the aims are met  
• if the aims are not met, why not?

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Task 2: Design an animation  

 
Assessment Objective 2 is assessed in this task.  
 
Now that you have researched and evaluated different animations and presented 
them to the Team Leader it is time to decide upon an approach of your own.  At 
this stage a choice must be made between software that allows the use of 
tweening, or frame-by-frame animation. The storyboard will need to be detailed 
enough to provide information on the key points in the animation; there is no 
need to provide evidence of planning for every frame. You are not required to 
create every element yourself - you may source these from elsewhere and import 
them into your chosen software package.

A   Produce a design for your animation:  
 

1. Describe the aim of the animation  
2. Describe the audience of the animation  
3. Decide your approach: tweening or frame-by-frame

• timing  
• transitions  
• effects.

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Task 3: Create an animation  

 
Assessment Objective 3 is assessed in this task.  
 
Now itÕs time to get down to business.  You need to create an animated web 
banner for the company website.  Remember that the web banner must reflect 
the house style and quality of the rest of the web site. It should really be no less 
than 30 seconds long and should loop continuously.  It needs to look smooth and 
professional and should ideally contain a number of different animated objects.

A   Create a web banner that aims to use the following animation and editing 
techniques: 
 
• basic graphic techniques e.g. drawing/editing shapes 
• use of colour, lines, text, importing objects  
• cutting, copying and pasting
